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The paper addresses the changes, especially focuses on analysing and
highlighting the features of Hanoi economy during the French colonial period
from the end of the 19" century to 1945. Influenced by the exploitation of the
colony by the French capitalists, at the turn of the century, Hanoi economy
experienced substantial transformations, most notably the emergence and
expansion of merchandise economic relations. Several economic elements and
sectors simultaneously intertwined in the city. Along with the establishment and
expansion of modern economic sectors, Hanoi continued to retain traditional
economic sectors and features of age-old production modalities. Though
increasingly growing, merchandise production accounted for a small proportion in
the city's economy. Nevertheless, Hanoi had always been the largest commercial

center of Tonkin, with its role as the focal point highly evident.

The paper also emphasizes that exhibitions and trade fairs, and the
increasing number of Vietnamese entrepreneurs are novel reflections as well as
novel factors that contributed to the facilitation of merchandise economic
development in Hanoi - one of the biggest cities in Vietnam and Indochina during

the French colonial period.
